Edmondo De Amicis, author of the best-selling book
Cuore (Heart of a Boy), was one of the few journalists who witnessed the breach of Porta Pia, the military campaign
of annexation of Rome to the Kingdom of Italy in 1870. Seton Hall Professor Gabriella Romani will discuss his work,
aimed at demonstrating that Rome was not only the center of antiquity and Catholicism but also the capital of a
modern nation.
